You can help Community Players by making a tax-free charitable donation

Owners of individual retire-
ment accounts who are at least
age 70 1/2 can contribute from
their IRAs to charity.

If you have a traditional
IRA, you must begin tak-
ing required minimum distri-
butions when you reach age
70 1/2 even if you neither
need nor want the money at
that point in time. When you
take these distributions,
they're taxable at ordinary
income rates — whatever tax
bracket you're in that particu-
lar year.

If you fail to take them, it's
worse. In most cases, the tax
rate skyrockets to 50 percent
of the amount you were sup-
posed to take but didn't even
though you didn't have the use
of that money.

Qualified
Charitable Distributions

A qualified charitable distri-
bution is a distribution from
an IRA directly to an eligible
charity, bypassing the owner
of the account so he's not
taxed on it. This rule applies
only to traditional IRAs, not
Roth IRAs.

The key benefit of a quali-
fied charitable distribution is
that the distribution amount is
not included on your Form
1040 as income. Because
income from a charitable dis-
tribution "bypasses" the 1040,
it can be used to help keep

your adjusted gross income
and taxable income within a
desired range.

Qualifying Rules
for Qualified
Charitable Distribution

You must be at least 70 1/2
years old at the time of the
qualified charitable distribu-
tion. The funds must be
directly transferred from the
IRA custodian to the charity
(like Community Players).
The maximum amount that
can be donated through a
qualified charitable distribu-
tion is $100,000 per year per
IRA owner.
